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at an azimuth of 240 degrees. Rocks dropped
into the 2-by-3-meter entrance fall about 10
meters, then bounce  and slide for four sec-
onds over a surface of dirt and leaves. It was
discovered by William Russell around 1969,
but he did not explore it. Don Broussard and
Melissa Montz also saw this pit in Decem-
ber 1984.

Cueva de los Huesos No. 23
Tanzozob

Cueva de los Huesos is located
about 500 meters northwest of and
above the town of Tanzozob. The
entrance is 1.5 meters wide and 1
meter high and is behind a boul-
der surrounded by brush. It would
be difficult to find without a guide.
The entrance slope leads down to
a large room that is about 20
meters wide, 3 meters high, and 40
meters long. On the south end is

an alcove containing some bones. At the far
end of the room is an unexplored drop ap-
proximately 6 meters deep, which would
require a long tie-off. The passage below may
turn back under the entrance room. The lo-
cals say this passage goes.

William Russell and others visited this
cave and made a sketch map, perhaps in
1969. They learned that the cave had been
named for the skeletal remains of seven
humans that had been discovered long ago.
The schoolteacher at Tamapatz told the
cavers about several small clay figurines of
some antiquity found in the cave. In Decem-
ber 1984, Don Broussard and Melissa Montz
sketched the cave, noting enough bones to
make up two humans, though no skulls.
Another name for the cave is Cueva de las
Calaveras.

Cueva con Ollas No. 24
Tanzozob
Length: 30 meters    Depth: 5 meters

This cave is located several hundred meters
west of Tanzozob, at the base of the large
hill to the northwest. It is 200 meters from
Cueva de los Huesos, which is higher on the
hill. The entrance, which measures 4 by 3
meters, is easily seen in a cliff face. A sec-
ond, triangular-shaped entrance, measur-
ing 1 by 1.5 meters, is located a few meters
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
