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Sótano de La Linja was sighted by air in
late January 1969 by William Russell and
Robert Mitchell. The pit was surveyed by
Jerry Broadus, William Elliott, John Fish,
and David Honea on 1 April 1969. Don
Broussard relocated it in January 2001. He
applied the name Sigui Jol to it, not realiz-
ing that it was previously known.

Sótano de los Espeleólogos Perdidos No. 32
(Jol Quili, PESO 026)

This pit is located 2300 meters northwest of
La Linja. It is 300 meters north of Sótano de
la Huasteca in level karst next to a small
cornfield. Like the two adjacent sótanos, this
is another large collapse pit. The entrance
is 15 meters in diameter, and it drops 44
meters. The last third of the pit bells out
sharply into a room 75 meters by 105
meters. The floor is vegetated.

After it was seen from the air in early

1969, Sótano de los Espeleólogos Perdidos
was reached on 1 April 1969. Miles Aber-
nathy, Tom Albert, Don Broussard, John
Fish, and Meri Fish explored but did not map
the pit. The name is not a local name. Don
Broussard rediscovered it in January 2001,
and failing to remember it, named it Jol
Quili.

Sótano de la Huasteca No. 33
(Jol Quele,  PESO 027)

Sótano de la Huasteca is located 4 kilome-
ters northeast of San Rafael, along the west
side of the Sierra el Nacimiento. It is on a
ridge 2 kilometers north of La Linja. The
entrance to Huasteca is 30 meters by 40
meters and opens into a free drop of 128
meters. The pit bells out to 80 meters by
100 meters on the bottom. A small waterfall
drops 35 meters from one wall. The floor is
composed of boulders in the center and dirt
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
