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Cueva de Barreto. This is a short segment of the same tube that formed the higher Cueva de
Tepemecac. The collapse that forms the entrance almost blocks the passage, but crawling through
the blocks gives access to a passage 3 to 5 meters wide and up to 6 meters high, with prominent
wall levees and benches with rafted blocks, heading southeast and ending in an ash and soil near
blockage after only 129 meters (Figures 25 and 26). The final blockage is diggable and has
airflow.
