Tiro Perdido. The entrance to this cave is an insconspicuous little hole 1 meter in diameter,
well camouflaged between trees, bushes and scrub, that gives access, via a 6 meter pitch, to a 20
meter wide chamber. Most of the cave is a large passage 10 to 20 m wide and 2 to 15 m high,
covered in breakdown that covers any primary structures, except at the upper end, where a 15 m
high and 10 m wide canyon shaped passage is preserved. The walls are marked by several levee
benches and the upper sections of the walls and ceiling are covered by remelt stalactites. The
floor is formed by conspicuous red lava (Figure 32).

Cuevas de Florencia. Two short caves that represent anastomosing lava tubes probably
formed in overflows from the Master Tube (Figure 33). Lower Florencia, although starting at a
deep surface collapse, is disappointingly small, with only 109 meters of passage in two superposed
levels. Upper Florencia is entered through a small collapse, and is mostly crawling for its entire
439 meters of surveyed passages in a complex anastomosing pattern. Several of the branches
and side passages are really oxbows formed by blockages of rafted blocks. Two levels are also
discernible.
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
